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Inxmail Professional API 1.4.4 
 
The Inxmail Professional API is our programming interface for Java, C# .NET, PHP and SOAP. This means you 
can integrate Inxmail Professional into your existing IT landscape, e.g. to CRM systems, eShops or company 
software that has been developed in-house. 
 
We have also released a new version of our API to coincide with the release of Inxmail Professional 3.7.1. Here’s 
a brief description of all the API’s new functions: 
 

Assigning mailing names 
Our new Inxmail Professional API 1.4.4 allows you to assign an individual name to your mailing in addition to the 
subject line. As a result, individual mailings can be found very quickly during searches.  
 

Querying the server time 
The server time object allows you to query the Inxmail Server’s current time. This is important for time-controlled 
mailing dispatches, for instance, as the dispatch start time is based on the Inxmail Server time and not on your 
API program time. This query allows you to adjust the time of your program to that of the Inxmail Server, so that 
your mailing is actually sent at the time you require.  
 

Retrieving subscription logs 
The subscription log gives you an overview of all subscriptions to and unsubscriptions from your newsletter. This 
helps you track when your customers subscribed to or unsubscribed from specific newsletters, which, in turn, 
allows you to continually enhance your customers’ profile data. 
 

Changes to the .NET API 
 
- Support for the Hessian Protocol 

The latest version of the .NET programming language’s API also supports the Hessian Protocol. This 
transmission protocol sends very small data packets, resulting in low volumes of data traffic. As a 
consequence, the API performs up to three times more efficiently. 
  

- Support for the Component Object Model 
All Windows users now have access to the Inxmail Professional API via the Component Object Model 
(COM). As a result, programming can now be carried out in the API using Delphi or Microsoft Visual 
FoxPro, for example. 
  

- Support for the Global Assembly Cache (GAC) 
This further enhancement to the .NET API makes it possible to develop integrations, whose assemblies 
have to be available in the GAC (i.e. Sharepoint integrations). 
  

- New system requirement 
.NET Framework 2.0 is required in order to use the Inxmail Professional .NET API 1.4.4. 
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
